Key Stage 2 national curriculum tests will be held in the
week beginning Monday 9th May 2016. The end of Key
Stage 2 results will be formally reported to parents and
carers in July. These results will inform parents and
carers whether their child has reached the expected
national standard.

e Year 1 Phonic screen - The 2016 Phonic check will take
place during the week beginning Monday 13th June
2016.

e Year 2 - Key Stage 1 assessments are used to test
children's knowledge and understanding of English and
Mathematics in Key Stage 1. Key Stage 1 statutory
assessment takes place in May/June at ACPS.

From September 2014 a new National Curriculum for KS1
and KS2 children was introduced. The existing system of
assessment levels has been removed by the Government.

This change affects all children from Year 1 to Year 6 within
our school.

The Government have allowed schools to design their own
assessment framework. Our school is using the ‘STAT
Sheffield’ assessment approach.

This year, all children will be assessed using steps which
describe their attainment against the National Curriculum
statements for each year group. This will be reported to
you at Parent’s evening and on their end of year report.
The new terms will be : Working Towards Age Related
Expectations, At Age Related Expectations and Exceeding
Age Related Expectations.
